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1. INTRODUCTION
The extended abstract should give a clear indication of the objectives, scope, results and conclusion of your work at most 2 pages. The introduction should underline the background on the subject. 
1.1. Minor heading
Minor headings are typed in bold letters. Please try to level the starting letters of the heading.
2. MATERIALS AND METHODS (whichever applicable)
Major headings should be typed in bold capitals. The line spacing before a heading should be 12 pts and 6 pts after a heading. The text should be 11 pts, Justified, Single spacing, 6 pts spacing before and after each paragraph. The pages should not be numbered.
3. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
One figure and one table can be included in your extended abstract. 
The extended abstract should be written on A4 page size, portrait orientation. Information on the margins is provided in Table 1.

It is recommended that the figures have a resolution of 600dpi. Color printing will not be provided. It is also recommended that you arrange your figures in tables as in the example shown below. Fig. 1 and Fig. 2 and the captions are arranged in a table with 2 columns and 2 rows without borders. Please keep in mind that the extended abstracts will be printed in the B5 format (78% of the original A4 size), so the smallest font size should not be smaller than10 pts.
